3 The championship will be run under MRA rules. All rounds will count towards the
overall result. The new 2009 points system will be used. ie 1 25pts 2™ 22pts
39 20pts 4™ 18pts 5™ 16 pts 6™ 15pts and so on down to 1pt for 20™ place. In
the event of a tie the rider with the most 1* places will be the winner then 2™ places
etc. If the tie is still not resolved then the winner of the last race will be used as the
decider. Championship tables will be posted on the QRI website.

4 Entries must be sent with the full entry fee of £25 to arrive by 8 pm on the
Wednesday prior to the race. If sufficient entries have not been received by this time
the event will not be run. Entries after this date will be subject to an additional £10,
No exceptions!!!
